Does
everything really happen for a reason? In the face of
unexpected tragedy, the way you answer these questions
could make all the difference in the world for you or for
someone you love.

Weekly Study Guide

When you hear (or say) the words, “God is in control”, what does that mean? Do you
agree? Why or why not?

Have you ever tried to comfort someone by saying, “Everything happens for a reason”? If
so (or even if not), what does that mean?

Consider one recent tragedy in your life or in the world around you. What or who caused
it? What role (if any) did God play?

Read Genesis 1:26-31. Do you read and accept these words literally or metaphorically...
and why?

In verse 28, God gives human beings “dominion” (or tells us to “rule over” creation...
depending upon your translation). What does that mean?

Read Genesis 3:1-6. Notice (and record) where you see evidence of God’s gift of free
will. How did the first human beings exercise this gift?

What role does free will play in human suffering?




If asked, how would you explain the cause of natural disasters such as earthquakes,
hurricanes and tornadoes?

What is God’s role in human suffering?

Daily Prayer: God, help me see You, not as the source of human suffering, but as the
source of hope and redemption in the midst of our suffering. Amen.
