Reflections From Pastor Tom

Dear Friends,

This Sunday I will be preaching on
Genesis 28:10-19a and my title will be
“This Is The Place.”

In small group discussions, I often ask
people to share where they have felt
the presence of God in a powerful way.
It’s always an interesting experience.
Some people will say that they feel
close to God in nature, like hiking in
the mountains, or sitting on the beach. Others will say it’s in
a quiet chapel or sanctuary. Still others will say it's in a large
group, like Christmas Eve or Easter worship or a concert.

In the entire story of Jacob in Genesis, up until this point,
we have to wonder if he had experienced God at all. His life
had been a series of unethical behavior, first his own
deceiving of his brother and father, and later his father-in-
law deceiving HIM. Then he had this dream. We know it as
‘Jacob’s Ladder.” It changed his life. And he was amazed at
the place - that special place where he encountered the
presence of God. He called it “Bethel,” literally, “house of
God.”
