Dear Friends,

This Sunday I will be preaching on Genesis
32:22-31 and my title will be “Wrestling and
Name-Calling.”

We have been following the stories of Jacob in
the book of Genesis and we have now arrived
at the wrestling match between Jacob and the
stranger/angel/God in the middle of the night.
I don’t know if Jacob suffered from insomnia,
but if I had a vivid dream of a stairway to
heaven one night and wrestled with an angel
another night, I would be slightly worried each night before I fell
asleep. As it was, Jacob wrestling match changed his life in an even
more dramatic way than the ladder dream.

Jacob was on his way to confront his brother Esau. As we have been
discussing, Esau had threatened to kill Jacob many years before, but
at this point, they have aged significantly. Would that mean that
Esau’s rage had cooled, or had he been building up his hatred and
desire for violent revenge? Jacob had to be contemplating how he
would approach his brother. How do you confront someone who
wanted to kill you and may still want to kill you?

It was in that context that Jacob had his midnight wrestling match.
Jacob’s struggle was more than a physical contest. He was
struggling with his identity. Regardless of who he was in the past,
who had he become? We’ll talk about that on Sunday.
