Dear Friends,

This Sunday, I will be preaching on Genesis 
45:1-15 and my title will be “My, How You’ve 
Grown!”


Family reunions are a longstanding tradition in 
society. We face special challenges these days 
because families are so spread out 
geographically, but, then again, we have more 
efficient means of transportation and 
communication. I haven’t been part of one 

myself, but I assume that some families have had Zoom reunions.


Genesis 45 is an especially emotional reunion. Joseph has been 
separated from his family for his entire adult life. The separation 
happened initially because his brothers sold him into slavery and 
he was taken to Egypt. His father Jacob, and Joseph himself, were 
somewhat responsible for the troubled relationship between Joseph 
and his brothers. Jacob had openly favored and spoiled Joseph and 
Joseph had lorded that favored status over his brothers, fueling 
their jealousy. In Egypt, Joseph had gone from slave to prisoner to 
second in command. At this point, the brothers and Joseph were 
reunited. Would Joseph forgive them? Would he take revenge on 
them now that he had great power over them? We will talk about it 
on Sunday.
