This Sunday, we will celebrate Palm and
Passion Sunday. We will have Holy
Communion as part of the service. We will
begin with the “Palms” reading (Mark
11:1-11) of Jesus’s triumphant entry into
Jerusalem. The mood of the service will
turn from praise and joy to lamentation and
sadness. We will hear Mark 14:12-15:47,
the Passion Narrative. The people changed
their attitude toward Jesus in a matter of days, maybe a matter
of hours. Were these the same people who praised him at first
and scorned him later? We don’t know. We know that it ended
badly - Jesus was arrested and taken away. He was put on trial
and found guilty. He was sentenced to die and he was executed.
Shame on them. Shame on us for any time we have changed
our attitude toward Jesus from praise to scorn, or, more likely,
from serving him to ignoring him.
