He was
so guilty in so many ways it may be a little difficult for us to
relate to him. Nevertheless, sin is universal. We have all sinned.
Maybe not as boldly or blatantly as what David did, but still we
are sinners. In this sermon, we will talk about the clean up work
we all have to do.
