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Reflections From Pastor Tom

Dear Friends,
This Sunday I will be preaching on John 4:5-26 and my
title will be ‘Jesus And The Outcast.”

When we think of Jesus, we often think of his
compassion and kindness toward vulnerable people.
This week’s Scripture passage gives us that image of
Jesus. This story is often called “The Woman at the
Well.” Jesus encountered this woman, who had come to
draw water from the well, and they had a conversation.
In their culture, the two of them talking would have been scandalous no
matter what they talked about. Women and men were simply forbidden to
interact, unless they were married or related. Yet the gender difference was
only one of the problems. Jesus was Jewish and the woman was a
Samaritan. Jews and Samaritans were enemies. Even the time of day
would have indicated something inappropriate (or at least highly
questionable) was happening. The middle of the day was very hot and
unpleasant, so only people who were trying to avoid human contact would
choose that time to get water.

With this background, Jesus’s treatment of the woman was remarkable. He
treated her with respect, even as he brought up uncomfortable topics, like
her marital status. In the sermon this week, we will talk about what we can
learn from this socially awkward conversation between Jesus and the
woman at the well. We, too, have interactions with people that give us
opportunities to show respect and compassion, instead of judgement and
harshness. We can imitate Jesus in this way. I look forward to seeing you in
worship.
